Highlights strings together footage captured by Lukas Panek and 
others, compiling both private and public moments and images 
without distinction. Los Angeles, Berlin, Paris, London, and 
otherlocations appear and recede as memories form an ongoing 
transaction between the present and the past. The video is shown 
on loop with music by MK Velsorf.

Lukas Panek is an artist. He studied at the Kunstakademie 
Düsseldorf and currently lives in Berlin. His work has been shown 
in exhibitions at Hotwheels Projects, Athens (2017), Ginny Projects, 
London (2018), Kunstsammlung Nordrhein-Westfalen, Düsseldorf 
(2021), Uferhallen, Berlin (2021), Shore Gallery, Vienna (2022), 
Casino Forum d‘art contemporain, Luxembourg (2023), Judd 
Foundation, New York (2023) and OxfordBerlin, Berlin (2024).

MK Velsorf is a composer and artist based in Los Angeles. He 
studied visual art at Malmö Art Academy and Cooper Union in 
New York and is currently studying composition at CalArts. He is 
part of TLF Trio with whom he released the album Sweet Harmony 
(2022) and the EP New Songs & Variations (2023). He is a frequent 
collaborator of artists Calla Henkel and Max Pitegoff, for whom he 
composed the music for their film series Paradise (2020-2022) and 
THEATER (2024).
